iding in Michigan is in full swing.

Beware of what the sun and heat
can do to a body. Heat exhaustion can
develop quickly if you are active in a
hot environment. Here are signs to look
for:

e heavy sweating

e  gsevere thirst, dehydration
e paleness

e cramps

e Headache

e rapid, weak pulse

® nausea

e  dizziness or fainting

If these conditions go unchecked and
the sweat glands are unable to cool the
body effectively, heat stroke can set in.
This then becomes a life threatening

emergency.

What to do to prevent this: Drink
plenty of liquids or sports drinks with
electrolytes in them. Avoid caffeine or
alcohol. Move to a cool place or an air
conditioned room.

Loosen tight clothing. Pack your neck
or armpits or femoral area with an ice
pack or all of them. Monitor your vital
signs. If no improvement is seen or felt,
